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POC review guide
The Proof of Concept product will be formally reviewed by the National Steering Group and associates, and feedback will be provided to the project teams via the National Project Managers. For your information a list of the review criteria to be used by the national steering group is as follows:

	1. Usable interface design

Is there a logical structure which is easy to navigate? Is the screen layout clear and uncluttered? Are activities and resources readily locatable from different screens?

	2. Motivational qualities

Are the materials visually attractive and generally appealing? Are the activities and contexts designed to interest the target audience?

	3. The quality of the learning design

Are the activities designed to actively engage and challenge learners rather than transmit information? Do activities have a clear and relevant purpose within the program?

	4. The scope and nature of the content resources

Is content explained or illustrated in a suitable form for the target audience? Is appropriate use made of the media?

	5. Provision for support, communication and collaboration

Are the intended uses of electronic communication tools indicated? Have relevant communication and collaboration activities been included?

	6. Technical requirements

Does the material meet the Technical Guidelines for hardware and browser compatibility? Are download times appropriate? Have plug-ins been identified? Are formats appropriate for customisable material? Are there indications that accessibility criteria been addressed?

	7 Ease of use by teachers/ trainers

Is the setting relatively simple or complex? How well does the Teacher Guide support the user?

	8. Suitability of content

Is content accurate and relevant? Are activities and illustrations realistic for the industry context?

	9. Appropriateness of assessment strategies

Is the strategy for assessment of competency explained, including the place of offline assessment? Are assessment strategies and tasks (if provided) appropriate to industry requirements and guidelines?

	10. Suitability of level for the target audience

Are assumptions of prior knowledge realistic? Is the language level appropriate for the target audience?
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
