Deadly Jamming with the Sisters of Mercy

Catholic nuns, Indigenous youth and rock music don’t usually mix but on Tuesday, July 5, with the help of Shane Howard, of the Australian 80s hit band Goanna, the Sisters of Mercy in Melbourne will explore a musical frontier which no nun has explored before. 
Using the Deadly Jam Flexible Learning Toolbox, the nuns, led by Sister Adele Howard, will launch their Indigital Centre to reach out to disengaged and Indigenous youth in Melbourne and nationally through music and the divine power of e-learning.

The Deadly Jam Flexible Learning Toolbox is a product of Quality e-learning Resources, which is a Project of the 2005 Australian Flexible Learning Framework (2005 Framework). 
Its development is helping the 2005 Framework to support the uptake of e-learning within the vocational education and training (VET) system and in communities across the country
The Deadly Jam Toolbox allows learners to explore the highly competitive music industry – covering a range of subjects from playing the guitar to managing a concert. As in most industries, talent, training and formal qualifications will help young music professionals stand out from the pack. The Toolbox supports the delivery of Certificates I-IV in Music.
The Toolbox also lets learners, wherever they are in Australia, interact with four virtual music industry professionals, including a musician, a sound technician, a band manager and an events manager. Deadly Jam provides interactive learning experiences for users to learn about a range of topics including forming a band, getting a gig, negotiating deals and planning sound systems.
The Sisters of Mercy Indigital Centre is a multimedia and recording studio created by Fraynework Multimedia that will offer aspiring musicians a range of skills in the music industry including:  

· band management

· sound management

· sound technician skills

· event management.
Shane Howard, lead singer of the successful 80s rock bank Goanna (who is Sister Adele’s brother) will give his support to the project by performing a number of songs with Indigital Centre students including the hit song, ‘Solid Rock, Sacred Ground.’
Victorian Minister for Aboriginal Affairs, Gavin Jennings as well as a number of
Indigenous Leaders and youth will be attending the Indigital Centre launch.
